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1. Introduction

Jio InstaOffers Platform facilitates creation of Instant Offers to be delivered in almost real time to end subscribers who are within proximity of intended location of offer.

E.g. RJIL dealers/merchants can send instant promotional offers on RTSS to nearby Jio Subscribers from DIB(Dealer-In-A-Box) via SMS, Email, Push and App Notifications.

The following terminologies will be used throughout the document are very important 

OCC: Offer Creation Channel (E.g. Dealer In Box)

Application which will create offers to be sent to targeted customer.

OOC: Offer Output Channel (E.g. Real Time Self Service)

Application which will show offers in its UI which are pushed by Jio InstaOffers platform and created by OCC.

LIC   : Location Input Channel 

Application which will periodically sync location of end subscribers. In most cases OOC will be LIC as well. 

The platform exposes its capabilities through REST based API. Individual stake holder should refer the relevant sections. 

2. Purpose

The purpose of this document is just to provide high level specifications of Jio InstaOffers API capabilities so that OCC, OOC and LIC developers can estimate their efforts for developing UI in their own applications. The number of APIs to be called along with specification of individual APIs might change during detailed elaboration.

3. Common API Specification

Jio InstaOffers exposes APIs based on the following design and constraints:

Transfer Protocol: HTTP

Payload Format: JSON

Method Type: GET/POST

3.1 Authentication
Jio InstaOffers platform APIs requires permission-controlled access for each API. Also, the sensitivity of the nature of data accessible through API further mandates the authenticated access control implementation. 

In order to get access to these APIs, developers should sign-up for the platform through the SECO and request for access to the entire API they intend to use. After SECO onboarding process is completed, API key is provided to developer that needs to be included in all requests to access platform services as mentioned in SECO Guidelines.

Note:

1.  For SECO related error, please refer SECO document. For further details in it, please contact SECO team.

2. X-API-Key is associated to an application and all the data gets saved with respect to the X-API-Key passed. The added data can only be fetched by the same X-API-key that was used while inserting the data. For example,

If you are creating offer in the system with “X-ApI-Key- AAAA” then for getting offers you need to use same “X-API-Key-AAAA”. This is not applicable to Geospatial services, Google Wrappers. 

3. Special characters are blocked throughout the API to block malicious activities. Some of the special characters are blocked (<> () {} * ; : etc ( These characters are only allowed in device pin parameter in API’s).

4. SECO has deployed new access token base access. Developers will need to adhere to that.

4.2 APIs for Offers Output Channel Applications (OOC)

OOC applications are primarily responsible to show offers to end subscribers.

Jio InstaOffers Platform offers APIs which provide details to OOC application. The rendering is totally in control of OOC Application Developer. 

Important Note: In most cases OOC application is also LIC application and required to sync location of their subscribers to LBS Middleware. Please refer LIC section for implementation/integration details. 
4.2.1  APIs for Subscriber data management

This is primarily responsible to manage subscriber data sent by OOC application.
Jio InstaOffers Platform will not validate the personal details with subscriber. It will be solely developer’s responsibility to validate it. It will also be assumed that with this step developer has already taken permission from subscriber to locate itself from OOC application. 
4.2.1.1 Add Subscriber API

This API is responsible to add subscriber in Jio InstaOffers and returns a Jio InstaOffers identity of the subscriber. 

While registering end subscriber in OOC application, each developer needs to call this API to register the end subscriber in Jio InstaOffers and Jio InstaOffers will return a unique Jio InstaOffers subscribers identity for each subscriber which will further be used in different OOC APIs.

4.2.3  Push Offer to device API

4.3 APIs for Location Input Channel (LIC) Applications

The LIC applications are responsible of syncing location of its subscribers to Jio InstaOffers. These location syncs then will be used to get subscribers around offer’s location. LIC applications in most cases will also be OOC Applications. 

In order to develop Location Sync module in LIC application the following implementation steps are necessary:

1) LBS Android/iOS Location SDK Integration

The developer is required to use LBS Location SDK which will facilitate obtaining location from differ location source.

2) Obtain SECO API key. Select appropriate APIs applicable to LIC and OOC from the given list on SECO portal  (Talk to SECO team for SECO onboarding process)

3) Onboard on Jio InstaOffers platform (Process will be established for onboarding on Jio InstaOffers)

4) Call “Add Identity” API on LBS Middleware to Create LBS Identity in LBS Middleware. Developers are expected to save this identity against their subscriber.

5) Call “Add Consent” API with LBS Identity “srcSubscriberIdentity” and “destSubscriberIdentity” same as LBS identity obtained in “Add Identity” API call.

6) Call “Update Consent” API with “consentStatus” value as 2. 

7) Call “Add Privacy” API while passing “srcSubscriberIdentity” and “destSubscriberIdentity” same as LBS identity obtained in “Add Identity” API call.

8) Register Subscriber by calling “Add Subscriber” API. This API is to be called only after taking required consent from end user to use its location and receiving offers. 

9) Get Location from Location SDK by calling API on SDK. Obtained location should be synced to LBS Middleware by calling “Set Location” API. Developer to ensure location of every subscriber is synced after every 15 min. (We might need to change this frequency). Please read Location SDK document for more details.

10) For activities like subscriber deletion/unsubscription for that matter any activity which leads to discontinuation of subscriber from LIC application, “Delete Subscriber” API of Jio InstaOffers is to be called.

5. DND Module

This module is added to elucidate the enhancement in JioInstaOffers for restricting sms mode for DND registered customers. Any customer whose mobile number is DND registered in NCPTRAI should not be sent offers through sms.

For implementing this functionality, the SOAP service provided by DND team is invoked. Following are the url for respective environment:-
